Contribution/Impact: Celia Fisher is the author of over 100 theoretical and empirical articles and chapters in the areas of ethics in medical and social science research and practice, child and adult development, and regulations governing human participant protections. Dr. Fisher has received several federal grants from the National Institutes of Health, National Science Foundation, and Department of Education in support of her ethics-based research and scholarship. This work provides empirical grounding for policies and procedures to improve and assure protections for vulnerable research populations. In translating her goodness-of-fit ethics framework to actual practice, Dr. Fisher has illuminated participants’ perspectives on the ethics of drug use, adolescent risk, and HIV vaccine research, developed instruments to assess mentoring in research ethics and to enhance the consent capacity of adults with developmental disabilities and pediatric cancer patients. 
Leadership: Dr. Fisher has served in a number of leadership positions for ethics committees, panels, and groups, such as the inaugural Chair of the Environmental Protection Agency’s Human Studies Review Board. As a member of the Department of Health and Human Services Secretary’s Advisory Committee on Human Research Protections she co-chaired the subcommittee clarifying federal regulatory language on special protections for child subjects. Dr. Fisher has also served as a consultant to numerous federal agencies and research groups regarding the development of appropriate subject protections. Further, as Director of Fordham’s Center for Ethics Education, Dr. Fisher has successfully convened people from across the country to work collaboratively through meetings, workshops, and conferences to develop guidelines for the responsible conduct of research. Such collaboration has informed and promoted the responsible conduct of research involving human participants. 
Justification for award: Since 1988, when she published her seminal volume on ethics in applied developmental research (the first scholarly work addressing these issues), Dr. Fisher has made significant contributions to protection of human research subjects through leadership on federal panels and professional organization committees, her empirical work, and the creation and dissemination of ethics resources designed to assist investigators, institutional review boards, and communities to promote responsible research practices and methods that protect the rights and welfare of vulnerable and marginalized populations. 
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
